In early November 2025 all ~1,500 .doc year planners and calendars were converted to .docx.
When they were uploaded and pointed to by the .htms, Adsense revenue fell by 85%.
So the website was reverted by re-uploading the old .doc files – many of them 20 years old – and reverting the htms that point to the .doc files. All the .docx files were deleted. However Google indexing does not seem able to forget the .docx files, even though they are deleted and nothing points to them.
No idea if it was converting the old .doc files to .docx that caused the Adsense problem, but a heck of a coincidence if it wasn’t.
After two weeks of next to nothing ad revenue, and the nonexistent .docx files still appearing in the Search Console list of Pages, this experiment is being tried: Create dummy documents like this for all the .docx files that Google Search Console still lists, create a new .htm that references all these dummy .docx files and see if Google indexes the new .htm and therefore, presumably, these dummy .docx files. And then change the links in the dummy .htm to point to, say, dummy .pdfs with dummy names (dummy001.pdf, etc) to see if Google then indexes the dummy pdfs and therefore expunges the .docx files from its memory. 
I’ll keep trying random things like this until something hopefully works.

Note to myself: put disallow .docx back into the robots.txt file.
